UK INHERITANCE
TAX ON PENSIONS

In the October Autumn Budget, the 
Chancellor said that UK Inheritance 
Tax thresholds (the amount you can 
pass on when you die before UK 
inheritance tax is due) are staying the 
same until 2030. 

But, from April 2027 pensions will no longer be 
exempt from Inheritance Tax. This means that 
Inheritance Tax may have to be paid on your pension 
when you die. 

UK Government Consultation 

A consultation on this subject ran for 12 weeks 
between 30 October 2024 and 22 January 2025 which 
was designed to seek views on the processes required 
to implement these changes for UK registered 
pension schemes. The results were expected 
early summer although we understand that with 
significant UK financial services industry lobbying the 
results have been pushed back by a few months.

Pensions and IHT  

Currently, pension death benefits are typically free 
of IHT - regardless of whichever way the benefits 
are taken. However, in respect of the possible 
April 2027 changes, the aim is that on death the 
pension scheme administrator and the personal 
representatives of the estate will liaise and the 
pension scheme administrators will become liable 
for reporting and paying any Inheritance Tax due on 
pensions to HMRC. 

The personal representatives will use an HMRC calculator 
to apportion the nil-rate band between the various 
elements of the estate and they will let the pension 
scheme know of any IHT charge due on the pensions. 

The scheme will then pay the IHT directly to HMRC 
before paying out the death benefits to the relevant 
beneficiaries. Any pension death benefits going 
to the spouse/civil partner will be covered by the 
spousal exemption. 

What can I do now?

For older people who can afford it, the easiest thing 
is probably to spend more pension cash now. But 
everyone’s circumstances are different, and it is vital 
for people to ensure that they have enough money 
to support them through the later years of their 
retirement. The reasoning for this is simple – why 
leave behind wealth that could be significantly eroded 
by tax when it could be enjoyed in the present. 

For pension arrangements that allow it, taking the     
tax-free cash lump sum may be one simple solution 
prior to the planned changes, although it probably 
remains sensible to wait for the outcome of the 
consultation before taking any action. And any tax-free 
cash taken would need to be spent, or held within UK 
IHT exempt assets, or passed down to children as a 
gift to help with things such as buying a first home. 

The reality may be that by the time the estate 
including UK registered pension funds is passed down, 
children are more likely to be financially independent 
and have no pressing need for the inheritance.

If you have a lot of money in UK pensions as well as
other assets then it might be
a good idea to talk to an
adviser to work out the most
tax-efficient way to spend
money in retirement.

This is an important, and in many cases 
favourable, change to a decades old piece of 
UK legislation. From 6 April 2025, the concept 
of domicile as a relevant connecting factor 
in the UK tax system has been replaced by a 
system based on tax residence, the new long-
term UK resident rules. 
 
And from this date, if you are a long-term UK resident, 
your non-UK (overseas) assets may be subject to 
Inheritance Tax if you make a transfer of assets or 
die. This does not affect a transfer of assets, or if the 
person’s death occurred before 6 April 2025. 
 
Check if you are a long-term UK resident

You are a long-term UK resident in a tax year if you are 
tax resident in the UK for either: 

 A the previous 10 years consecutive years

 A a total of 10 years or more within the previous 20 
years 

When you will not have long-term UK residence

You will not be a long-term UK resident if:

 A on 30 October 2024 you did not have UK domicile 
or deemed domicile status

 A the tax year 6 April 2025 to 5 April 2026, you are 
non-resident

 A you do not return to the UK

 
Leaving the UK as a long-term resident

You can still keep long-term UK residence for up to 10 
tax years after you leave the UK. This is shorter if you 
have not lived in the UK for all the previous 20 years. For 
example, if you previously lived in the UK for:

 A 10 to 13 years, you’ll stop being a long-term UK 
resident 3 years after you leave

 A 14 years, you stop being a long-term UK resident 4 
years after you leave

 A 15 years, you stop being a long-term UK resident 5 
years after you leave

If you return to the UK after 10 consecutive years of 
non-residence, the 10 out of 20 years residence test 
is reset. Only the year you return and future years of 
residence count towards UK residence.  
 
Charging Inheritance Tax on overseas assets 

Inheritance Tax is charged on transfers of overseas 
assets you owned outright, or on death, when you are 
long-term UK resident. Inheritance Tax will also be 
charged on any overseas assets in a trust you have 
set-up or added to (even when you were not a long-
term UK resident).  There will be no Inheritance Tax to 
pay on your death on trust assets that were placed in 
the trust while you were non-UK domiciled, overseas 
on 30 October 2024, overseas on the date of your 
death or when your rights to the trust ended.  

This change is a positive clear outcome for long term 
UK Expats. However, it is still confusing so we would 
always suggest you seek professional UK tax Advice to 
understand your own position.

Spoofing is an exciting game of chance; some say 
strategy, but that’s just wishful thinking. The game is 
played forever already and while it’s tied to Rugby, 
nobody really knows the true origin. At a table full of 
Gentlemen (called a School), each holds between 0 and 
three coins in the hand and guess the total number 
of coins of all players. Correct guessing allows you to 
withdraw from the table, with the last Spoofer standing 
to pay for the next round of drinks.

The Bang Gentlemen Spoofers first spoofed back in 
1988 in the old Churchill Bar of the British Club and are 
the oldest running Spoofing School in Asia. The British 
Club is our spiritual Home ever since! While we always 
spoof the first Tuesday of the month in the British Club, 
we rotate through a number of venues in downtown 
BKK on the other Tuesdays.

“Confidently Use Online Banking & QR Code Apps: A Practical Workshop by GAP”:  
Thursday, 4th June 2026.

Our Active Living Section lunch event on 4th June attracted an excellent attendance for a highly practical and 
engaging presentation by Khun Charkhris Phomyoth, known as “GAP”, the founder of YoungHappy, one of 
Thailand’s most innovative organisations supporting active ageing.

YoungHappy was founded by GAP in 2021 with the aim of helping older adults remain active, connected, informed, 
and confident in an increasingly digital world. What began as a relatively small initiative has since grown into a 
nationwide community of more than 50,000 members, providing learning opportunities, social activities, volunteer

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programmes, travel experiences, and technology 
support for older people throughout Thailand.

The presentation focused on a subject that affects 
virtually all of us: how to navigate the rapidly expanding 
world of digital technology safely and confidently.

GAP began by highlighting the speed at which 
technology is becoming part of everyday life. Mobile 
banking, QR payments, digital wallets, online shopping, 
government applications, facial recognition systems, and 
artificial intelligence are now increasingly unavoidable, 
regardless of our age or level of technical knowledge.

Drawing on his extensive experience working with 
older adults, GAP explained that the biggest challenge 
is often not a lack of willingness to learn, but a lack 
of confidence and guidance. His mission through 
YoungHappy is to bridge that gap by helping people 
understand and use technology in ways that make life 
easier rather than more complicated.

A significant part of the presentation focused on 
digital payments and mobile banking, subjects that 
generated considerable interest from members. 
GAP demonstrated the practical use of QR code 
payments, PromptPay, banking applications, and digital 
wallet systems that are now widely used throughout 
Thailand. He explained how these tools can simplify 
daily transactions while also helping users monitor and 
manage their spending more effectively.

Equally important was his emphasis on online security. 
Members were reminded never to share passwords, 
PIN numbers, or one-time passwords (OTPs), regardless 
of who appears to be requesting them. GAP highlighted 
the increasing sophistication of online scams, including 
fake banking messages, fraudulent QR codes, 
impersonation attempts, and even the emerging use 

of artificial intelligence to mimic voices and create 
convincing fraud attempts.

Throughout the session he repeatedly stressed 
the importance of slowing down, double-checking 
information, verifying names and account details before 
making payments, and remaining cautious whenever 
financial transactions are involved.

The audience particularly appreciated the practical 
nature of the presentation, with numerous real-life 
examples and demonstrations showing how technology 
can be used safely in everyday situations. The lively 
question-and-answer session that followed reflected 
the high level of interest in the topic and the relevance 
of the issues discussed.

The presentation provided an excellent introduction to the 
opportunities and challenges of Thailand’s increasingly 
digital society. More importantly, it demonstrated that 
with the right guidance and support, technology can 
be a powerful tool for maintaining independence, 
convenience, social connection, and quality of life as we 
grow older.

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Ageing in Thailand Series: “1. The Future of Healthcare in an Ageing Thailand”: Thursday, 18th June 2026. 

EVENT REPORT:

The Active Living Section's new Ageing in Thailand 
series got off to an excellent start on 18th June with an 
informative and thought-provoking discussion between 
Bangkok Christian Hospital Medical Director Dr Chousak 
Benjamin (Ben) Vongsuly and moderator Barbara 
Meynert. The event attracted a strong attendance and 
generated considerable interest from members and 
guests alike.

Dr Ben began by highlighting a demographic reality 
that many of us are only vaguely aware of. Thailand is 
ageing rapidly. Indeed, he noted that Thailand is among 
the fastest countries in the world to move from an 
ageing society to a "super-aged" society. Even more 
surprisingly, Thailand's population has been declining in 
recent years, with deaths now exceeding births by a 
substantial margin.

Against this backdrop, Dr Ben explored what these 
changes are likely to mean for healthcare in the years 
ahead. One major shift will be from the treatment of 
acute illnesses towards the long-term management of 
chronic conditions associated with ageing. As people 
live longer, healthcare systems will increasingly focus 
on helping individuals maintain their independence, 
health and quality of life for as long as possible.

Technology, he explained, will play a growing role. 
Artificial intelligence is already assisting doctors with 
medical records and documentation, allowing them 
to spend more time with patients. Remote monitoring 
devices, telemedicine consultations and wearable 
technologies are enabling doctors to track patients' 
conditions without requiring frequent hospital visits. 
Robotics and automation are also helping hospitals 
cope with increasing demand and staffing challenges.

However, Dr Ben stressed that technology alone is 
not the answer. The most important factor in ageing 
well remains personal responsibility. He described 

exercise as "medicine", emphasising the need to keep 
both body and mind active. Regular physical activity, 
mental stimulation, sensible nutrition and appropriate 
vaccinations all contribute significantly to healthy ageing.

Particular emphasis was placed on prevention. Falls, for 
example, are a major cause of serious health decline 
among older people, yet many are preventable through 
simple measures such as improved lighting, handrails, 
non-slip surfaces and regular reviews of medications.

Dr Ben also encouraged everyone to prepare for 
future health emergencies by maintaining a simple 
one-page medical summary containing details of 
medical conditions, medications, emergency contacts 
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and preferred hospitals. Advance planning, including 
discussions with family members about future care 
wishes, can greatly reduce stress and uncertainty 
should a health crisis occur.

The discussion touched on the realities of medical 
insurance, an issue familiar to many expatriates. Dr Ben 
urged attendees to fully understand their insurance 
policies, including exclusions and limitations, rather than 
assuming that all medical needs would automatically 
be covered.

Perhaps the most sobering observation came 
during the audience question session when Dr Ben 
acknowledged concerns within Thailand's medical 
community regarding the country's preparedness for 
the challenges posed by its rapidly ageing population. 
While hospitals and healthcare organisations are taking 
steps to adapt, he suggested that broader national 
preparations still have some way to go.

The session concluded with a practical seven-point 
summary for ageing well: stay physically and mentally 
active, undertake appropriate health screening, keep 
vaccinations up to date, prevent falls, regularly review 
medications, maintain emergency preparedness and 
discuss future care wishes with family members.

The enthusiastic audience response confirmed that this 
is a topic of great relevance to many ALS members. 
Fortunately, the conversation will continue. Session 2 of 
the Ageing in Thailand series, focusing on healthcare 
options for those unable to afford comprehensive 
medical insurance, takes place on 6th August and 
promises to be equally informative.

As Bernie Grogan celebrates his 80th birthday, it is 
impossible to think of British Club squash without 
thinking of Bernie. For more than five decades he 
has been a familiar face around the courts, a fierce 
competitor, a committee member, a storyteller, and 
above all, a passionate ambassador for the game he 
still loves today.

Bernie's connection with Thailand began on a date he 
has never forgotten: 17 November 1971.

"How could I forget?" he laughs. "There was a coup 
d'état that day."

Not everyone arrives in a new country during a military 
takeover, but then Bernie has never done things the 
ordinary way. Sent to Bangkok by his employer, the 
accounting firm Ernst & Whinney after previous

assignments overseas, he stepped off a plane at the 
old Don Muang Airport,( Suvarnabhumi Airport did not 
exist, in those days the site was often jokingly referred 
to as the "Cobra Swamp".) The road into Bangkok was 
full of potholes and the city was a very different place 
from the modern metropolis we know today.

Within his first year he had discovered the British Club 
and, in 1973, picked up a squash racquet for the very 
first time.

The rest, as they say, is history.

Back then the Club had three squash courts, but no AC, 
yet the sport was thriving. Bernie quickly developed a 
passion for the game and rose through the ranks with 
remarkable speed. By the early 1980s he was sitting 
proudly at the very top of the British Club squash ladder, 
number one among a playing community of around 
120 members.

SQUASHY BITSSQUASHY BITS
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It was an era now spoken about with something 
approaching reverence among squash veterans – most 
notably Marvyn who like harking back to yesteryear 
and his rivalry with Bernie.

Bernie also battled with legendary names such as Colin 
Hastings, Rod Carter and Professor Nick White. Yet 
when asked who was the best player of them all, he 
doesn't hesitate.

"Len Alexander," he says. "A brilliant ex-Australian army 
veteran."

Len coached Bernie and helped shape the technical 
skills that remain evident in his game today. While 
Bernie admits his legs may not move quite as quickly 
as they once did, those famous soft hands and deft 
touches around the court are still very much intact.

Of course, every sporting career needs a crowning 
achievement.

Bernie's favourite story is the year he won the Division 
1 League title. In one of the most unusual finishes 
imaginable, he, Colin Hastings and Rod Carter all finished 
tied. The deciding factor came down to points dropped 
throughout the month, and Bernie emerged victorious.

By his own admission, he made sure the other two 
knew all about it.

"I really rubbed it in," he recalls with a grin.

His playing style earned him another distinction.

Around the section he became known as "The Mean 
Machine"—a nickname inspired by his exceptional 
speed, stamina and refusal to give up on any rally. 
Opponents knew that even the most hopeful winning 
shot might somehow come flying back.

Yet Bernie's contribution to the Club extended well 
beyond the squash courts.

Over the years he served on the Squash Sub-
Committee and later the General Committee, taking 
responsibility for House and Grounds. It was during his 
tenure that the Club made the bold decision to convert 
the tennis courts from grass to hard surfaces—a move 
that generated considerable debate at the time.

His committee years also provided one particularly 
memorable encounter. In 1979, he met tennis legend 
Bjorn Borg during his visit to the Club. To open the new 
hard courts

Bernie's relationship with Thailand has had a few 
interruptions, but never an ending.

He left in 1975 amid concerns that the fall of Phnom 
Penh might trigger a wider communist expansion 
across Southeast Asia. Yet the pull of Thailand proved 
too strong. He returned in 1977, bought a house in the 
Rama 9 area in 1985, and maintained a connection with 
both the country and the Club for decades, even after 
returning to the UK for family reasons.

When retirement finally arrived in 2019, Bernie returned 
permanently. These days he divides much of his time 
between Bangkok and Chiang Mai. While he enjoys life 
in the north, there is one thing he misses.

Squash.

Perhaps that should come as no surprise.

After all, when asked what advice he would give to the 
younger Bernie who first walked onto a squash court in 
1973, his answer is immediate and heartfelt.

He would tell himself that squash would become far 
more than a sport.
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And perhaps that is the real story here.

The trophies, league titles and ladder rankings matter. 
The stories and rivalries matter. The nickname certainly 
matters.

But what stands out most is the lasting connection that 
Bernie has built—with the Club, with Thailand, and with 
generations of fellow members who have shared a 
court, a drink, or a laugh with him over the years.

So, from everyone at the British Club:

Happy 80th Birthday, Bernie.

You may have arrived in Bangkok during a coup, but 
you became one of the great constants in British Club 
history.

And to many of us, you'll always be The Mean 
Machine.

“THE DUNFORD” AS PENGUINS 
FINALLY COME TO TOWN

Jacobs and Bond put on a show as Bangkok heat 
wilts the Phuket tourists on Thailand’s premier 

stage

Since 2012, British Club cricketers have been making 
the pilgrimage south to Phuket — a social weekend 
played in a wonderful sprit, with the odd squad that 
stayed out a little late and played a day more than their 
body could handle. In May, the Patong Penguins finally 
returned the courtesy, successfully executing on a 
maiden Phuket tour to Bangkok. They brought with 
them the Dunford Trophy — a charming gnome that 
carries the history of this inter-city rivalry, a very friendly 
rivalry that up until now has been one dominated by the 
Phuketians.

Credit where it's due — Vaughan Mcclear, affectionately 
known as Uncle V, secured the Third Thai Ground (TCG) 
for the occasion, the premier cricket venue in Thailand, 
and one that doesn't fall into just anyone's lap. It was a 
fitting stage for a historic fixture, and the Penguins' two-
match tour — which also included a game against the 
Southerners the following day — was given the setting 
it deserved.

Reduced slightly to 22 Overs a side after a delayed start 
and a wet outfield, touring skipper Jagsir Brar elected to 
bowl first given the unfamiliar conditions. British Club 
set about the task with balance and patience. Daniel 
Jacobs and Rob Gray - the latter somewhat surprisingly 
promoted to the opening position by Captain Pramodh 
Kamalakannan, a decision apparently sweetened by 
the promise of a couple of bottles of premium Arran 
Whisky - gave the innings its foundation before Jacobs 
shifted gears entirely — his retirement at 55 off just 36 
balls was the kind of innings that makes outfields look 

small: seven fours, two sixes, a strike rate of 152. Tyrone 
Bond then took the concept and ran with it. He retired 
at 50 off 27 — four fours, two sixes, a strike rate of 185. 
Avneesh Chopra chimed in with 23 off 18, James Moss 
added a busy 24 off 20 at the death, and BC closed on 
201/5, a very formidable total, particularly against a 
team unfamiliar with the pitch and outfield conditions.

Chasing 202 to win, the Penguins were never quite able 
to bridge the gap between ambition and arithmetic. 
Pelham Myburgh gave them genuine belief — eight 
fours and a six in a knock that had the match alive at 
the drinks break — before Bangkok had the final say. 
The heat, significantly more oppressive than anything 
Phuket had prepared him for, left Myburgh stricken 
with severe cramping as he was forced to retire hurt on 
48*(31) at the interval. A gutsy effort from a quality 
player, undone not by the bowling but by the conditions.

Yet another half century for the Boss as Tyrone makes 
Penguins pay
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Michael Flowers, a BC regular now but long term 
Penguin stepped up in the middle order and kept the 
Penguins' hopes alive with a composed 23 off 17 balls. 
It was the arrival of Craig Morgan that really had BC 
looking over their shoulders however. A player who has 
made a habit of hurting British Club on their Phuket 
tours, widely regarded as one of the very best batsmen 
in Thailand. He came to the crease looking a little out of 
sorts — scratchy early, finding neither timing nor rhythm, 
perhaps inviting the thought that he might just go 
quietly. Then he middled one for six and the whole 
complexion shifted. Suddenly the chase looked very 
much on.

Then James Moss intervened. Sagar Puthran got the 
ball to fly off the face of the bat — absolutely middled, 
drilled hard and flat to Mossy's right — the kind of shot 
that nine times out of ten whistles to the boundary 
untouched. A big Moose like hand reached out and 
plucked it from the air in a moment that froze everyone 
at the ground. Morgan gone for 20 off 18, the best catch 
of the British Club season, taken against a player who 
has made a habit of hurting BC badly, at the precise 
moment it mattered most. The match, as a contest, 
ended there. From the moment Morgan walked off, the 
chase stalled for good. The Penguins finished on 163/5, 
defeated by 38 runs.

The Pavillionaires arrived for the final league fixture 
knowing precisely what was at stake — win, and they 
reach the Bowl Final against the Southerners. Lose, and 
Chennai go instead. Sagar Puthran, a BC regular by 
trade, pulled on the Chennai shirt once more. He'd been 
here before. The script looked worryingly familiar for 
BC.

BC's innings began in disarray. Rahul Gupte was bowled 
for a duck by Pavin Rajendran. Two overs later, Mak 
Khan followed — caught for 2, BC 5/2 inside three overs. 
What followed over the next twelve overs was one of 
the more compelling rescues the RBSC Polo Ground 
has witnessed. Tyrone and Flowers refused to panic. 
They rotated, they accumulated, they waited. Flowers 
retired not out at 40 off 38 — including two sixes off 
Puthran, sweet revenge for the damage Sagar had 
inflicted in their previous meeting — while an injury-
hampered Tyrone ground his way to an equally vital 39 
off 39 before being caught by Sagar off Kumar 
Madhuraj.

With the platform set, Ben Eastwell arrived and 
immediately changed the mood. A four and a six off 
Siva Ramasamy in the same over announced his 

intentions. Mayank Jain held firm at the other end while 
Eastwell accelerated, and then — in the penultimate 
over from the unfortunate Rajkumar Kalaivanan — Ben 
detonated: six, six, two in three deliveries, retiring on the 
final ball of the innings with 40* off just 19 balls. BC 
closed on 145/3. Not a monster total, but one with a 
sting in it on a difficult wicket.

Chennai's reply started shakily, Dilip Mishra bowled 
Kirubhakaran Gunasekaran with the sixth ball of the 
match, but Prabakaran Babu quickly responded — two 
consecutive fours off the first two balls of Mishra’s 
second over, a boundary off Tyrone Bond, 27 off 22 
balls before Sunish Shah had him caught by Eastwell. 
Then Rajkumar Kalaivanan walked in and made the 
entire BC attack look ordinary. A four off Bond, then off 
Shah — a four off a no-ball, back-to-back sixes — 22 off 
11 balls. Chennai looked to be cruising.

Kalaivanan retired not out on 43 off a breathtaking 22 
balls. Four fours, three sixes, a strike rate of 195. He will 
have watched the rest from the rope with increasing 
unease.

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With Sagar at the crease and 50 needed off 8 overs at 
96/2, the game appeared done. Then Tyrone, produced 
one of the overs of the season — five consecutive dot 
balls to the usually destructive Sagar, with just a single 
squeezed off the final delivery. The required rate 
tightened with every dot, and from there the momentum 
shifted. Dilip returned to remove Kumar Madhuraj for 
20 with the match in the balance. Then Sunish Shah 
delivered another decisive blow — Puthran bowled for 
18, and before Chennai could draw breath, Siva 
Ramasamy was run out next ball by a stunning no-look 
back flick from Flowers that drew inevitable comparisons 
with MS Dhoni — of course.

BC’s bolstered lineup prove too much as young 
Southerners fall short

The Bowl Final had been rescheduled once before it 
finally landed — and when it did, it landed at short notice. 
The match also doubled as the fourth and deciding 
game of the Marshall Cup, with both sides level after a 
win a piece and a tie across the previous three season 
long encounters. There was more than just the Bowl 
Final on the line.

Pavs Captain Rahul Gupte and the BC Pavilionaires 
responded by fielding one of the strongest lineups 
they'd put out all season. The Southerners, captained 
by Brett Wells, went in with several youngsters — Brett 
himself would later reveal that the average age of his 

side was around 18. This was a young side playing in a 
big match against a seasoned BC outfit that meant 
business. The character shown by the Southerners 
throughout ensured it was not as straightforward as 
the margin suggested.

After winning a friendly/performative toss and electing 
to bat, BC made a nervy start against a young but 
promising opening bowling combination of Reyansh 
Gupta and Ayden Shaw. Reyansh opened with a 
maiden, set a disciplined tone, and then removed 
skipper Rahul Gupte — bowled with the final ball of his 
third over — to leave BC 19/1. Avneesh Chopra fell for 11 
shortly after, and at 48/2 the innings was in need of 
something substantial. Michael Flowers and Tyrone 
Bond provided exactly that. 

Together, the now familiar pairing put 69 Runs on the 
board in 5 Overs, Bond retired at 43* off just 21 balls — 
six fours, a six, a strike rate of 204 — and Flowers 
followed shortly after at 40* off 30, six fours, the anchor 
to Bond's pyrotechnics. 

Following the retirements, the platform was set with 
129/2 on the board with 7 Overs remaining. That freed 
Ben Eastwell and Shri Maheshwari to press the 
accelerator. Eastwell — quietly becoming one of the 
most dangerous finishers in the BCL — punched two 
fours off Jonathan George in the 18th over and kept 
going. Shri, launched a six and followed it with another 
before being caught for 33 off 23 balls in the final over. 
Eastwell finished not out on 35 off 24. The Pavs posted 
203/3 — their highest total of their season, and a target 
that was always going to test the young Southerners 
side.

To their credit, the Southerners didn't fold. Brett gave 
the chase genuine early momentum — two sixes and a 
four off Dilip Mishra, another four and a six off Joge 
George, 32 off just 18 balls before Joge had him caught 
behind by Flowers. Uncle V added a solid 30 off 22 balls 
including a cracking pull shot for six and Teddy Andrews 
retired not out with a striking 42* off 26 balls — for a 
period, the Southerners made BC sweat.

The most memorable moment of the match, however, 
had nothing to do with the scoreboard. Young Jonathan 
George, a BC regular drafted into the Southerners' 
depleted lineup, found himself facing his own father — 
Joge George. The BCL cricket community have 
undoubtably seen a few things over the years, but a 
father-versus-son Bowl Final showdown may be a first. 
Joge, showing no sentimentality whatsoever, had his 
son caught for 2. Parenting and cricket, it turns out, are 
not always compatible. Post-match, emboldened by 
the victory, Joge signalled he was ready to take on 
youngest son Josh next — and in a move that suggested 
the George household may never be the same again, 
even called out his wife P’ Kae. Batter up.
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After the 10 Over drinks break the required rate began 
losing touch with the original asking rate and once Mo 
Hyder fell for 36 off 32 balls to Ben Eastwell in the 17th 
over, the game was up. Sunish Shah triggered the final 
collapse and Rahul Gupte finished it off in the final over 
with two late wickets. The Southerners ended with 
165/9, 38 runs short of the Pavs total. The Marshall Cup 
was decided. The Bowl Final sealed.

The win was completed against opponents who were 
always likely to find 203 a mountain too steep and the 
victory came with a side order of mild embarrassment.
